Directions to the Fairground from Nashville or Birmingham: 
From I-65 N/S, exit onto I-565 East.  Take Highway I-565 to Huntsville-- and pass Research 
Park Boulevard, Sparkman Drive, Jordan Lane and Governors Drive.  Exit from I-565 onto 
Memorial Parkway (US231) SOUTH from Memorial Parkway, take the Airport Road Exit, and 
take a right onto Airport Road. Then take a right on Jaycees Way. The Jaycee building is on the 
left past the soccer fields.  
 
Directions to the Fairground from Candlewood Suites: 
7 Minutes From Candlewood Suites; take a right at the red light onto Old Madison Pike.  As Old 
Madison Pike curves to the right, you’ll cross a red-light intersection (I-565 West).  At the next 
redlight (very close to the Marriott Hotel), take a left, and go straight to get on I-565 East.  Take 
Highway I-565 to Huntsville-- and pass Jordan Lane and Governors Drive.  Exit from I-565 onto 
Memorial Parkway (US231) SOUTH from Memorial Parkway, take the Airport Road Exit, and 
take a right onto Airport Road.
